Details and Logistics: 

 Enrollment is currently open for a group of 15 adult-teen teams.  Teens must be post 
b’nai mitzvah age (13 or older) and be accompanied by at least one parent. 

 Participants will live in an active, participatory community.  Single-sex cabins have bunk 
beds, electricity, and clean toilets and showers. 

 Meals are kosher with vegetarian options. 
 Diverse skills and talents are welcome, including carpentry, painting, music, photography, 

worker bee ethic, education, and more. 
 

$250 per person (includes meals and lodging) 
Stay for Shabbat at Camp JRF for an additional $36 per person. 

 
Family teams are expected to do modest fundraising  

to purchase building materials; support will be provided.
